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ABSTRACT

The cooperation between the school and the family of the students is one of the main
efficiency factors of schools, as research has shown that the creation and development of
communicative and cooperative ties between the school and the family contributes to the
cognitive, affective and psychomotor student progress and to support educators, family and
general the educational process. The main purpose of this study is to investigate the attitudes
and perceptions of teachers regarding the school-family collaboration as an efficiency factor
of Music Schools. Rresearch was conducted on a sample of 143 teachers from 21 music
schools throughout Greece. The analysis results show that teachers Music schools are highly
satisfied with the cooperation of the school with the students and parents that the success of

such cooperation contribute to the effective functioning of Music Schools.
